	General Terms
1. The new term's fee for students' accommodation is set by increasing the previous year's accommodation fee, which was agreed upon by the institution and students, based on the Regulation.
2. If any fees for trips and similar activities are collected from students/parents, they will be set and announced in advance. 
3. Parents of minors/underage students inform the institution's management in writing about who can visit them.
4. As per the legal and financial obligations arising from this service delivery contract, the students or their parents are held responsible for paying the accommodation fees and the compensation of damages incurred by the students on the inventory items or other students' belongings.
5. In the case that a student moves out of the institution due to security reasons or failure of fulfillment of the obligations guaranteed by this contract, they receive their security deposit and money for the remaining months, if they have made a pre-payment, within a month, and their service contract is terminated.
6. Meals and their portions provide the nutrients, calories, and vitamins necessary for a student, and menus are prepared considering seasonal changes and students' development.
7. If a student completes the registration procedure and moves out of the institution before 15 September, they pay 10% of the annual accommodation fee specified in the service delivery contract. If they move out after 15 September, they pay in full for the months they have stayed at the institution, including the current one, and 30% of the total fee for the remaining months. If they have made a pre-payment, the due amount calculated based on this clause is deducted from their total payment, and the remaining amount is returned to them with their security deposits. Then, their contracts are terminated. The monthly accommodation fee is calculated by dividing the annual fee specified in the service delivery contract into months determined for the service provision. This clause also applies to students removed from the institution.

	Special Terms
Students who sign this contract to stay at the Residence Halls of Abdullah Gül University shall abide by the following.
1. I shall not use any space and furniture other than the room, bunk, bed, wardrobe, desk, chair and other items allocated for my personal or common use and will not bring big items (i.e. furniture) into my room without the knowledge of the Management.
2. I shall not change my room or transfer the room's occupancy to anybody else without the Management's consent.
3. I shall only accept visitors in places specified by the Management. Male students can only stay in men's housing and female students in women's housing, not vice versa for any reason (even for studying, visiting, etc.).
4. I shall not have anybody sleep over (including 1st-degree relatives) and not sleep in rooms other than the one allocated for me.
5. I shall not damage the walls, doors, or items listed on the inventory by writing, doodling or drawing on them and in case of any damage inflicted by me, I shall pay for the item's value at the date of the damage.
6. I shall not use or keep alcoholic beverages, drugs or stimulants for any reason (including collection) in and around the Residence Halls premises.
7. Pursuant to Law no. 5727, I shall not smoke a cigarette, hookah or use other tobacco products at the Residence Halls (student rooms and other areas), and if I do so, pay the fine required by the law.
8. I shall not possess or play games categorized as gambling.
9. I shall not put up any pictures or posters which could be considered immoral in my room or the buildings.
10. I shall not keep food in the wardrobe or drawers in my room, have smelly and rotten food in the fridge, or else accept that they will be disposed of without my consent.
11. I shall not have or use materials like candles or incense in my room, which could cause a fire.
12. During the time I stay at the Residence Halls, I shall not keep my valuables in my room or shall keep them under lock and key; I shall not keep the Management accountable for any damage or loss of my possessions and shall take responsibility in case of such damage or loss.
13. In my relationships with people, I shall not be rude or disrespect them, shall keep my environment clean, shall not make noise or listen to loud music, watch TV, sing songs, and play instruments in a manner disturbing others.
14. I shall abide by the rules of etiquette, keep my room and other areas clean and tidy, and accept that it is my responsibility to do the cleaning of common areas in apartments, my room, kitchen, bath and WC.
15. I shall not have pets at the Residence Halls.
16. I shall not behave in a way which may stop and/or hinder the personnel of the Residence Halls from doing their jobs and shall follow the rules of courtesy in my communication with them.
17. I shall show my student identity card to the Residence Halls personnel and/or security personnel whenever asked.
18. During the semester and summer breaks or at times deemed necessary by the Management, the building/room I stay might be changed. If such a change happens, I shall go along with the procedure within the time specified.
19. I accept that the Residence Halls Management can get into my room for inspection if need be.
20. I accept that the earliest date I can move in the Residence Halls is one day before the start of the academic year, and I should move out in three days following the end of the academic year. Additionally, I shall not spend three consecutive days (on weekdays) out of the housing without an excuse.
21. I understand that the period when students can stay at the Residence Halls is set according to the academic calendar, and outside the course period such as summer, internship, etc. periods, I can only stay there with the permission of the Management.
22. I shall pay attention to all announcements and notices made by the Management and follow them as rules.
23. I shall fulfill administrative and financial obligations of registration, receive the apartment key, check the room and inform the Management about any previous damage in the room on the same day or else accept that I will be charged for the damage.
24. When I move out of the Residence Halls, I shall inform the Management and follow the move-out procedures, hand back the apartment key to the Management, and accept that all my personal belongings left in the room will be given away. Furthermore, I shall not hold the Management responsible for such belongings, and I shall be held liable for the damage detected in the building or furniture at the move-out.
25. I shall not leave shoes, slippers and personal belongings in front of my room door and shall put garbage only in garbage containers designated by the Management and not leave garbage bags in the flat or in front of my room door.
26. I shall not use any other electrical appliances besides the ones given to students by the Residence Halls Management and personal care appliances such as hairdryers, shavers, blow-dryers, tongs and so on.

27. I understand that when I order takeaway, water, etc., the delivery person cannot enter the Residence Halls for any reason, and I must collect my order from the front desk.
28. I shall follow my mails, cargo, etc., personally and understand that the security personnel and the Management shall not receive them on my behalf.
29. I shall comply with the housing hours.
30. I shall pay attention to the cleanliness of the areas designated for leisure activities, be responsible for the cleaning of those areas, and shall not use the common TV for playing console games.
31. I shall not give religious or political speeches, make propaganda, fund-raise for any organizations or groups, or put up posters, flags or announcements within the housing premises.
32. I shall not damage or relocate equipment such as hydraulic doors, smoke sensors, fire extinguishers, etc., and shall keep such equipment operational for fire safety on the student housing premises.
33. I accept that during my stay at the Residence Halls, my housing contract will be terminated if I do not pay the housing fee twice (relevant for both contribution fees paid by scholarship holders and monthly rent of fee-paying students).
34. I accept that cleaning costs will be deducted from my deposit unless I keep my room and common areas in the building clean.
35. I understand that if I do not comply with the above-mentioned and the new decisions taken regarding the Residence Halls, the Residence Halls Committee could take disciplinary action against me; following this action, I could be removed from the Residence Halls and/or disciplinary investigation could also be opened by my academic department.
36. I accept that in the case that electronic appliances such as the fridge, washing machine, dryer, TV, etc., which are handed over to me in working condition malfunction, I shall pay for the maintenance expenses. I accept that if the housing management detects malfunction or problem with other inventory items such as the vacuum cleaner, cooktop, iron, ironing board, bed, duvet cover, study desk, curtain, carpet, etc. during the move-out, expenses will be deducted from my deposit, and if the deposit does not cover such expenses, I shall pay the remaining amount and pay back the deposit in the allocated time, or else my housing contract will be terminated.
37. According to the smoke-free campus policy, I shall only smoke a cigarette or use other tobacco products in the designated areas.
38. If students do not hold a scholarship are registered at a Residence Hall considering their excuses, their housing contract will be limited to the academic year in which they move in.
39. Students who check in during the first 15 days of the month pay the whole fee; those who check in during the second half pay half of the monthly fee. Half of the monthly fee is returned to students who terminate their contract within the first 15 days of a month; those who terminate within the second half are not refunded.
40. If you leave the residence hall without permission, you shall forfeit your housing right.
41. The duration of accommodation for the students placed in a hall of residence for a fee is one year. 
42. I accept all the measures taken by the Management during the pandemic and undertake that I shall not hold the Management or the University responsible for any health problems I might have.
43. I shall abide by the rules of cleaning, personal hygiene, mask-wearing and social distancing. I accept the relevant penalty to be imposed if I fail to follow these rules.
44. I accept that I shall move to another apartment assigned by the Management due to maintenance or repairs at my block/apartment, a disciplinary measure, etc.
45. Students are registered at the Residence Halls for one academic year (spring and fall semesters). If students (including scholarship holders) would like to continue their accommodation during the summer session, they have to make a new application for summer accommodation announced by the Management. Only the students approved for summer accommodation can stay at the Residence Halls during the summer session. When students move out of the Residence Halls for any reason, they cannot leave their belongings behind under any circumstances. The Management is not responsible for possessions left at the Residence Halls. Each student is responsible for protecting their belongings as long as they stay at the Residence Halls. The Management cannot be held responsible for lost or stolen items.
46. I will be leaving on June 30, 2024, which is the end of the academic year,
I have read the rules and hereby declare and undertake that I shall abide by them.
